Presentation by Alexandria Neighborhood Health Services


Fr. Malm introduced our guest, Nyrma Hernandez, Development Director, Alexandria Neighborhood Health Services.  Ms. Hernandez presented information regarding the Alexandria Neighborhood Health Services, its services and the population it serves.  The health services provided range from those for infants to senior citizens and include a walk-in service, dental services and a behavioral health unit.  Of the population it serves, 78% do not have health insurance. Alexandria Neighborhood Health Services’ goal is to improve access to medical care in the area. Discussion ensued and a decision was made to provide ANHS a grant from Region IV (see vote on grants under new business, below).

Region IV Outreach Grants – Mr. Corlett lead a discussion the disbursement of Region 
IV grants as part of our outreach.  A lively discussion ensued.  To-date, Region IV has 
made grants and disbursed funds to Church of St. Clement for its winter shelter in the 
amount of $250.00 and to Meade Memorial for its lunch program in the amount of 
$750.00.  Fr. Malm moved that Region IV Outreach grants be made as follows:  to 
Meade Memorial for its lunch program in the amount of $1,300.00, to Church of St. 
Clement for its winter shelter in the amount of $1,300.00 and to Alexandria 
Neighborhood Health Services in the amount of $1,300.00, Dean Warder seconded and 
the Council approved.  Ms. Huber volunteered to write the grant recipients.


September 2012 meeting – Mr. Corlett reported that the next meeting will be a potluck 
kicking off out new program year on September 19th at Church of St. Clement.  He 
suggested that we invite the newly elected Bishop Suffragan to this potluck.


Youth Delegate – Mr. Corlett and the Council thanked Ms. Gustafson for ably serving as 
Region IV’s Youth Delegate.  Mr. Corlett reported that the Council will elect a new 
Youth Delegate in November.  He stated that nominations for this position will be taken 
in September.
